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This Memo ofUnderstanding is eotered into as of June 13,2016 (the *Effective Date), betweeir
the City of Gleodale (titf) and Hem For The city (HFTC) for the non-er(clusive use of the
Rose Lane Recreation Center.
Under this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), the City of Gleirdale througfu its Commrmity
Service Oeearment - Parks, Recreation and Neighborhood Serrdces Divisiorurthorizes Heart
For The City to prrovide non-exclusive after school rcc,reation and educational progranming in
accordanc€ with the MOU.

RECITALS
A In July 2013, the City issued RFP 14-01 for non-profit operation of the Rose Lane Reqeation

C€nt€r to provide free after-school and summ€r reqeational youth progr@s and all
proposals were doemed non-responsive or inomplae; and

B. The City of Glendale continues to scek a non-profit patncr to prrovide froe after-school md
nnnmcr recredimal yordh prrogrms at the Center; and

C. Hert ForThe City wishes to obtain fiom &e Citythe use of the Center; and

D. The Citt's ryroval of zuch use is oontingent rpon Heart For The City's adhercnce to all
policies established by the Clty for such uses.

AGREEMENT

c. IIFTC agrees to exersise dre caution and ryply good and diligent cuc in the use of
the Center ad to naintain the Centerin as good order and oondition as it was pricto
use;

IiFTC must perform background chocl$ on all staff and volrmteers. All app,oved
backgrormd checlcs of stafrand vohmteers must be zubmitted to the City of Glendale
in writing with a detailed explmation of the background criteria and the sornods)
used to v€riry each individuals background history. HFTC must be diligeirt in their
efforts to ensure staff and vohmteers are free of any criminal record that includes
felonies or any other crime involving children and/or domestic abuse.

IIFTC agrees that the City may terminate or preclude any use immediately rryon a
determination by the City, at its sole discretion and consistent with its police lrcwers,
tbat zuch a ule would eirdanger the public or be inoonsistent with thehealth, safety
and general welfare of the public;

IIFTC agees that nothing within this Agreement shall be construed to have cteated a
tenancy of any tlpe ormanner;

IIFTC agrc€s 6at it is permittod to schedule use of the Center gene,rally duing the
hours of 7:00 8.m. to 10:00 p.m., uy hours outside of after school progrmming-tine
of 2:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. must be submitt€d in uniting and ryproved by the Citypnor
to use;

IIFTC agrees to provide the City an update list of all equipmeirt locatod in the
Recreation Center, pr,ovide an accurate and oomplete inveirtory by July I of each yer
with photograpbs. Additionally, the information shall p,rovide enough description for
each item to be easilyidentified byCity staff,

IIFTC agrees to provide the City an update list of a[ impnovemeirts to be made to the
CTro interior, provide an accurate and oomplae inventoryby July l* of each yeu.
Additionally, the information shnll be in nriting and provide enoug! description for
each item to be easily identified by City stafr,

IIFTC shell be responsible for atl custodial wort to the interior of the Reqeation
Ceirter. HFTC shall provide a writreo monthly calendar indicating what tlpe of
custodial wott is to beperformed. The written caleirdr shall bi submitted to th; Ciry
prior to occnpying the building and rwien' and updated mnually as needed.

I{FTC wiil
observe all City holidap and be closed on those dates. Programming will include,
but not be limited to, recleational prograns and serrrices, organized sports
prograns, specid events and programs, youth and teeir me,ntoring and educational
md interve,otion progrms.

The mnuat report should detail
information rcgrding program offened, foes, attcndancc, free prograns,
scholuships, and other information detailing the relevance of the fr,ee and-fee-based
prcgr@s. IIFTC may provide additional reporting data with prior ryproval ftom the
City.

Any and all changes must b€ submitt€d in unidngto
the City of Glendale thirty (30) daf,s prior for rwierw and approval.

9O.IIDmOry 9F BECRSATION CENTER IIFTC a$urn€s sole and firil responsibility
to inspect and investigate the Ce,nter to assure its use can and will be conducted in a safe
matrner. Any deficiency perceived by HFTC shall be immediately brougbt to the City's
atteirtion and s$mitted in writing The City may, at ib sole option, addr€ss the condition of
concern or cancel this fureement. Should the City eloc{ not to correct the oondition and
decides to poceed with the use, HFTC assumes full responsibility for the oondition and
indemnifies the City as set forth below.

If at any time dre use of the C€nter by HFTC violarcs this Agreemecrt, any
and all ryplicable laws, rules or regulations of the City of Glendale, County of Maricopa,
State of Arizona or the Unitd States of America, HFTC shall either cease and desist fiom
continuing such use or shall surrender the Ceirter forthwith upon de,mand of the City.

In permitting the usc of the Ceirter described
her@ thc Clty does not rclinquish contrrol or ctstody thereof and does haeby specifically
retaiD thc right to cnforce any md all lawq nrles and regulations rylicabli tn"teto. Ail
portions of the Center will and at all times will be under the charge and contnol of the City.
Upon notice, employees, officials, ag€Nrts or other afihcized represeirtatives of the Crty may
enterupon the Center at any and all times tomake insp€ctions to ensure compliance with thii
AgFoemeot.

13.PEF4IPTiNP TEqmtmOn. If IIFTC fails to pay any fee or other sum required to
be pald by IIFTC when due, or otherwise fails to comply with or observe any other povision
of this Agpement o1 the Citys policies, in addition to any other remedy thaf may be
available to City, whether at law or in equity, Crty may immediately terminate this



Agreement and all rights of HFTC. Both parties may teirrinate for convenience, and the
terminating party must grve the non-terminating party 90 days' notice.

f4. I:VTERPRETAIION. This Agreement constihrtes the entire agreemeirt and understanding
of the parties with respest to its subject matter. No pnor or contemporanoous egeement or
uderstanding will be effective. This Agreernent may not be modified or ameirded except by
writteo instrummt signed by both parties. This Agreement shall be governed by the taws of
Arizona, the cornts ofwhich state shall have jurisdiction over its subject matter.

f5. REI/+TI9NSP' Neither IIFTC nor any personnel of IIFTC will for any purpose be
pllid*d employees or ageirts of City. I{FTC assumes full responsibility for thi actions of
IIFTC's personnel, and is solelyresponsible for thsir supernision, daily direction and control,
palment of salary (including witlrholding income toces and social searrity), wo,rter,s
oompeirsation anddisability benefits. HFTC is an indepeirdent oontrac.tor and not the agelrt or
e;mployee ofthc City.

16. AIJTIORITY. The individual signing below on behalf of HFTC rEpr€s€ots and wrrants
that he is duly urthorized to ocecrse and deliver this Agre€meot oo b.h"lf of the HFTC and
that this Agreemeot is binding npon HFTC in accordmce with its terms.

17. MISCEEANEOUS.
