B. City desires to retain the services of Contractor to perform those specific duties and produce the specific work as set
forth in the hoject, the plans and specifications, the lnformation for Bidders, and the Maricopa Association of
Governments ("MAG') General and Supplemenal Conditions and Provisions;

C. City and Contractor desire to memorialize their agreem€nt with this document.

AGREEMENT

Companies, and the Engineer. The agenda will include critical elements of the constnrction schedule,
procedures for handling shop drawings and other submittals, cost breakdown of major lump sum items,
payment applicatiorl and processing, coordination with the involved utility companies, emergency
ielbphone riimbers for all iepresentaiives involved in the cours€ of consnuction, arid eshblishm;nt of
the Notice to Proceed date.

Minimum attendance by th9 Contractor shall be a responsible official of the company/corporation, who
is authorized to execute and sign documents on behalf ofthe company/corporatioh.

27. OVERTIME:

Beeular lvgrk Hou{s: The work required to be performed by the Plans and Specifications for the
Project shall be performed only dtring regular working hours, unless the City has-authorized overtime
work in accordance with the procedures set forth below. Regular working hours shall be defined as
one 8-ll2 hour shift per day, Monday through Friday, or, upon prior approval of the City, one l0-l/2
hour _shift per day,on a_ compressed four day work week during Monday through Fri<iay. Regular
working hours shall not include Saturdays, Sundays or City recognized legal holidays.

@: If the Contractor desires to schedule work for times other than regular work
ho3* (overtime),-the Contractor shall make a written request to ttrc City at least nvo business days
prior to th9 qcheduled ovenime. The City reserves the right to deny the request to work overtime
based on the best interest and needs of the City. If an overtime request is denied, the City may, at its
sole discretion, extend the contract time at no additional costs to the City.

In the event the Contractor does-perform w_ork o^vertime, with or without the prior approval of the City,
the Confiactor shall be responsible to the City for all additional cgsts that miy be iiriuned by the City
as a result of the Conhactor's overtime work, including costs for engineering, inspectionb, testing,
suweying and constnrction administration, all in accordance with MAG Section 103.5. However, tli-e
Conftactor shall not be responsible for 9ity't costs incurred as a result of overtime work requested by
the City or overtime work resulting from an emergency which is not the responsibility of thb
Contractor or its empl9ye99, subcontraclors or suppliers. The City's cost will be billed direcily to the
Contactor or may, at the City's option, be deducted from monies due the Conhactor

28. CONTRACTOR'S CONSTRUCTION SCHEDULE: Concurrently, with the execution of the
co-ntracl qnd prigr t9 thg pre-constuction conference, the Contractor shall submit a preliminary
schedule for the Engineer's review and acceptance. The schedule shall be in sufficient detiil to allow
the Engineer to determine if the proposed schedule will confomr to an acceptable program of
construction operations, as deterrrined !y tttt contacting agency. Within ten calehdar days ifter the
preliminary schedule, described above, has been accepted by the Engineer, the Contractor shall submit
a -pro-gress schedule, utilizing the critical path method scheduling technique, showing the order in
ryhich he pro-poses to carry out th9 work, the dates on which he will start each phase of-the work, and
the contemplated date for completion of each phase. The Confiactor shall not be permitted to
cornmence constntction until the schedule complying with this paragraph has been subiritted to the
City. The Contractor will not be granted any extension to the contract time or compensation for any
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damages as a result of the City's refusal to allow Contractor to cornmence construction until the critical
path method progress schedule has been submined and accepted by the Engineer.

The critical path method (CPM) scheduling technique requires a breakdown of the entire work into
individual tasks and an analysis of the number of days required to perform each ask. The schedule
submitted to the City should highlight and identiS the critical path for the project. After the work is in
progress, the Corrtactor shall submit supplementary progress schedules, using the critical path method
technique, 9f the progress to date and projection for completion. The supplementary progress
schedules shall be submitted with each pay request in accordance with the paragraph, "Payments to
Contactors," of these Supplemental General Conditions. The progress schedules shall be subject to
the acceptance of the Engineel. In the event the Contactor fails to submit a supplementary prbgress
schedule acceplable to the Engineer, the City may withhold further progress payments to the
Contactor until the Contactor submits an acceptable supplementary progress schedule, which is
acceptedby th9 Engineer,!o the City. Schedule changes requiring an increase in the City's engineering
personnel on the project shall not be put into effect until the Engineer has approved such increase anii
made arrangements for the required additional personnel.

29. CHARACTER OF WORKMEN: None but skilled foremen and workmen shall be employed on
work requirin-g special qualifications. Whenrequired by th9 Engineer, the Contactor shall-discharge
any person who. is, in the opiqion of the Engineer, disorderly, dangerous, insubordinate, incompetent,
or otherwise objectionable. The Contactor shall keep the City harmless from damages or claims for
compensation that may occur in the enforcement of this section of the specifications.

30. HINDRAI{CES A}.lD DELAYS: Except as othenvise provided herein, no charge shall be made
by the Contactor for hindrances or delays from any cause during the progress of the work embraced in
this Contract; but such delays, if due to no fault or neglect of the Conhactor, shall entitle the
Contactor to an extension of time allowed for completing the work, sufficient to compensate for the
d"hy, th9 amgunt of the delay to be deten4ined by the Engin9e1, provided the Contractor shall give
said Engineer immediate notice in writing of the cause of such delay.

30.1 Qelay: In the event of a delay for which the City is solely responsible, which is unreasonable
under the circumstances and which was not within the contemplation of City and Contractor at the time
this Confract is executed, City and Cortractor shall negotiate, in good faith, a payment by the City to
Contactor for the expenses incurred by Confiactor as a result of such delay, in-accordairce witlr-the
City of Glendale Engineering Departnent's POLICY STATEMENT FOR CALCULATING DELAYS
AND DAMAGES. This provision shall not be constnred to void any provision in the contract which
requires notice of delay-or provileg for liquidated damages. However,-if the delay is the result of any
act or neglecl of a third party, including thg grchitecq engineer or other contracior employed by th!
City, or by labor disputes, fire, unusual delay in tansportatioq adverse weather cbnditioni not
reasonably fgreseeable, unavoidable casualties, or any causes beyond the Contractor's control, the
Confractor s,hall Ug[ be entitle4 to any payments or compensation for expenses incurred as a result of
such delay, but the Contract Time shall be extended by Change Order fol such reasonable time as the
Engineer-may determine. No extension or compensatign will be granted for any delay which is the
lesult wholly or partially, of any act or neglect of Connactor or any Subcontractor hired by
Contractor.

3I. LIQIJIDATED DAMAGES:

3l.l Should the contractor fail to substantially complete the work under this contract within the time
for completion-stated in ttre paragraph'fTime of Completion," in the Information for Bidders, then the
contactor^shall puy S" -CtE o{_Glendale, Ari_zona, liquidated damages, prusuant to the provisions of
Section 108.9, S!?n!ard Qpecifications for Public Works Consnuction, Maricopa Aisociation of
Govemments, until the work is substantially complete.

31.2 Should the contractor fail to the work under this contact within the
time for completion set forth in the paragraph "Time
even thouch the contractor has achieved substantial o
time {or cornpletion set forth in 49 paragraph "Tiqe of Completion," in the Information for Bidders,
even though the contractor has achieved substantial completioh of the work within such time, then the
contactor t-hul! p"V qe Clty of Glendale, liquidated damages (pursuant to the provisions oi Section
108.9, Standard Specifications for Public Works Constnrctioh, M-aricopa Association of Govemments),
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in an amount equal to 100% of the applicable liquidated damage rate set forth in MAG Section 108.9
for each and every calendar day of delay until the work is fully and finally complete and accepted.

31.3 The date of substantial completion shall be the date when the work is sufficiently complete, in
accordance with the confiact documents, so the owner can fully occupy and utilize the work or
designated portion thereof for the use for which it is intended, with all the project's parts and systems
operable as required !y tttr contract documents and all the work is complete, accessible, operable, and
usable by the owner for its intended purpose(s), and all parts, systems and sitework are l0(F/o complete
and cleaned for the owney's use. Only incidental corrective work and final cleaning (if requiied),
beyond cleaning needed forthe owner's full use, may remain for final completion.

31.4 Full and final completion shall be that date when all work under the project, including incidental
corrective work under punch list and final cleaning, has been completed and the entirC project is
accepted by the owner.

32. PAYMENTS TO CONTRACTOR: The measuements of quantities and the payments to the
Confiactor shall be in accordance with MAG Uniform Standard Specifications for Public Works
Constnrction, Part 100 - General Conditions, Section 109 - Measurements and Payments.

Payments will be made on the basis of itemized, monthly statements prepared by the City and signed
by the Contactor. The Confiactor shall submit an itemized, duly certified and approvedestimate for
work compleled through tlre last day_of the preceding month in accordance with MAG Specifications,
as qmended by thgse Supplemental General Conditions. Upon approval of the pay estimate, the City
will mail the check directly to the Contactor.

Ih" puy estimate shgll_ be accompanied by q u@ted progress schedule as required by these
Supplemental General Conditions and a cash flow report when required by the Spebial Provisions.
Approval of progress payments shall be conditional upon submittal of progress schedules and cash
flow reports, when required which are acceptable to the Engineer.

Vpon 100%-completio-n and acceptance of the project, and with the request for final payment, the
Contractor shall complete and submit the "Contractor's Affidavit Regarding Settlement 6f Claims"
fomr which is included in these specifications. Before final payrnent and release of retention,
Confractor must arrange for its_Surety to providethe City with a fully executed AIA Consent of Surety
form. To avoid delays in the final payment the Surety may send the Consent of Swety directly to thb
City via fax at (623) 915-2861, and mail the original to the City of Glendale Engineering Department,
5850 West Glendale Avelue, Glendale, Alizntla 85301. Should any ambigdty arise betrveen the
Contact and these Conditions, the provisions of the Conhact shall prevail.

33. WARRANTY:- This prgJecl shall have a 219ar warranty. The wananty period shall begin upon
final acceptance of the work by the City of Glendale.

If, in the City Project Inspector's opinion, the work is not being performed in a manner that will assure
proper contols and accuracy3 the City?roject Inspector will orclel ?ny_or all of the staking and layout
work redone at no additional cost to tlry .Cityj If_any.portion of the Confiactor's stakin[ and layout
work is ordered redone and requires a{{itional rechec'kihg by the City Project Inspector, t[e City inAt
be reimbursed for all costs for such additional checking.- The amouirt of-such cdsts will be deiucted
from the Contactor's payment.

The City will-p-rovide survey benchmark data only, if requested. Twenty-fow Q4) hours notice will be
required for all requests. The Conhactor shall provide surveying for valve boies, manhole frames and
covers, and survey monuments.

6.7. Intersection area shall be defined as all of the area within the right-of-way of intersecting
sFe-ets, plus.nvo-hundred fifty (250) feet beyond the center of the intenected strde on all legs oT
the intersection.

6.8. All barricades and obstructions shall be illuminated at night, and all safety lights shall be
kept burning- from sunset until sunrise. All banicades and signs used by the Coritractor shall
conform to the stqn9*9 {g-tigr, generally accepted for such purposes, and payment for all such
services and materials shall be considered as included in the oth:er pay items of-th! Contact.

6.9. When constnrction activities or traftic hazards at the constnrction site require the use of
flagmen, it shall be the Contractor's responsibility to provide adequate personnel iniluding flagmen
to direct traffic safely.

a. Flag-ger Requirements: All flaggers shall be.properly trained and certified by a recognized
souroe,, such as the American Traffic q+.ty Services-Association (ATSSA) or National S"f.ty
Council, and shall gny. yo{ 4"t at all times proof that raining and certification requirements
have been completed within the last two years.

6.10. Equipment used and/or directed by the Contractor shall havel with taffic at all times.

6.15. The Contactor shall be required to provide a uniformed off-duty City of Glendale police
officer to assist with traffic control whenever naffic in any one direction ii restricted to one larie at a
signalizedmajor intersection or at other locations if it should become necessary in the opinion of
St City. ProiTJ Inspector. During constnrction activities that do not reltict a signalized
intersection, police officer hours may be reduced to peak taffic hours or suspended at the ilirection
9f .Se C_ity Project In1q9q!or. A_t_l_ryguesls fol off-duty officers will be made through the Glendale
Police Departnent, Off-Duty Work _Adurinishator. The Contractor must provide evidence of
workmen's compensation coverage before any officer will be permitted to work

6.16. Measurement for paynent of the uniformed off-duty Glendale police officer hours will be
made by thq actual number of man-hours used for taffic conhol at signilized major intersections or
as approved by 4.- City Project Inspector. Because the quantity bf hous is-dependent on the
Confractor's schedule of activities, the cost for this item will be administered as a co-ntingency item
based on the needs ofthe project.

6.17. The cost for the_ofldll__Glendale pglfcg g$cpt will be made at the deternined net hourly
unit rate^pe-rlpur for OFF DUTY GLENDALE POLICE OFFICER and shall include the net hourly
1att of $.35.09 qgr-policg-ofticer with_athree (3) hour minimum. The net hourly rate shall be
increased to include withholding for Federal, State, FICA, Medicare, Workmen's-Compensation
insurance and any payroll adminisfiative costs.

6.18. The Conhactor shall prep.are a taffic contol plp for the project and submit it to the City
Transportation Director for review and approval a1 least seven (7) working days before the
pre-constnrction conference. The taffic contol plan shall include flashing anow boaids, barricades
and signs, and_shall address how local access to adjacent properties will-be handled in accordance

7. CERTIFIED TRAFFIC CONTROL ALLOWANCE: The Bid Schedule includes a sum
allowance under Groups One and Two, and Miscellaneous, Oid item no. 39.), and Groups Three and
Four (bid item no. 30.). These allowances are at all times the property of the City and are for the sole
purpose of reimbusing the Contractor for Traffic Control, as required or requested by the CITY OF
GLENDALE.

No Traffic Contol anticipated for reimbursement under these Bid Items shall be initiated by the
Contactor until the Contractor and the City Project Inspector agree on the scope and cost to perform
Traffic Confiol. The Contractor shall prepare and submit to the City Project Inspector a cost
itemization and summary for the required Traffic Contol. The City Project Inspector shall review and
approve prior to the Contactor proceeding. Any portion of the stated sum not expended remains the
property of the City.

Work under this section shall consist of any Traffic Control identified by the City Project Inspector and
Confractor due to constnrction activity. All work under this item shall be itemized as per MAG
Section 109.5 requirements and deduct6d from the set amowrt of $60,000.00, from bid item riumbeE
as appropriate. The Contactor shall be compensated for the actual cost of the Traffic Contol plus the
contracted percentage mark up from bid item number 40. The Contractor will not be entitled to any
additional payment for overhead and profit. All work under this section shall include, but is not limited
to, all necessary materials, tools, equipment, layout and labor required to complete each naffic contol
set-up.

7.1 TRAFFIC CONTROL (MUST BE LESS THAN OR EQUAL TO l5%): The haffic contol
bid percentage (7o) under item number 37. is allowed if a contactor self-performs fiaffic conhol.

The City Project lnspector and Contractor shall agree on the'scope and cost to perform Traffic
Contol prior to the work being performed. Contactor is required to submit an itemized list of
traffic contol devices with cost per day prior to the start of any work on this conftact. The cost
shall include all materials, equipment and labor. The City Project Inspector must approve this list
prior to any work on this contract.

Measurement and payment for this item shall be made on an individual basis per location.

Limit for this item is set at $60.000.00, on the bid form, under item number 39. Certified Traffic
Confrol Allowance.
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Payment for Bonds and Insurance premiums will not be considered as a portion of the actual cost
for Traffic Control and no additional payment for bonds, insnrance premiums, overhead and profit
will be authorized.

8. ENERGIZED AERIAL ELECTRICAL POWER LINES: The utility company maintains
energizr.d aerial electrical power lines in the immediate vicinity of all project locatioris. Do not
consider these lines to be insulated. Constnrction personnel working in proximity to these lines are
exposed to an extreme hazad from electrical shock. Confiactors, theii employees, snd all other
constnrction personnel working within the City must be wamed of the danger-and instnrcted to take
adequate protective measures, including maintaining a minimum ten (10) fiet clearance between the
lines and all constnrction equipment and personnel. (See: OSHA Standard 1926.550(a)15.) As an
additiona!-safety-precaution, C,ontractors should also be instructed to call the utility-company to
arrange, if possible, to have these lines de-energized or relocated when the work- reachbs iheir
immediate vicinity. The cost of such temporary arrangements would be bome by the Contractor. The
ulilltl company can often respond Jo such requests if trvo days advance notide is given, but some
sinrations may require up to sixty (60) days lead time for relocation or other anangements.

1n the-lngl-ish langrgge, an{ shqll be authorized by the Corrtractor to accept and act upon all directives
issued b.y th9 City. Failure.fot mg s^upgrvisor to act on said directives shdl be sufticibnt cause to give
notice that the Confiactor is in default of the Conhact unless such directives would create poteitial
personal injury or safety hazards, or are contrary to the intent ofthese specifications.

12. SAFETY: The Contactor -shall follow all applicable Occupational Safety and Health
Adminisnation.(psHa1, gdusqy and local government safety procedurei, rules and relrilations. The
Contractor shall instruct all workers on proper job safety standards and naffic safety requirements.

13. SANITATION PROVISIONS: The Confractor shall provide toilet facilities at each area.
The associated costs of.$is requirement shall be considered incidental to the project and no separate
payment forthis item will be made.

l!. _ QUALIFYING EQUIPMENT: The roller used by the Contractor shall be an approved tluee
(3) to five (5)-ton.vibratory-asphalt roller with a minimum frequency of VPM of 4,000 iAZUzl.ltrc
City leserves Fe 4ghlto revigy_an$ approve an equipment list for woik performed by tne Conractor's
workforce under this Scope of Work.

15. OUTDOOR WORK RESTRICTIONS: The Contactor must abide by CiB noise ordinances,
hours of operation and environmental requirements

16. DUST CONTROL AND WATER: The dust control measures shall be in accordance with
the requiremgntp o{_thg "Maricopa County Health Department Air Pollution Control Regulatiow,"
namely-Regulation II, Rule 21, subparagraph C and Regulation III, Rule 310 shall be rigidl-y observed
and enforced. Water or.other approved dusJ palliative insufficient quantities shall be apitied during all
p-hases of constnrction involving open earthwork to prevent unneceisary discharge of dist and dirt-into
the air. The Confiactor thdlbe responsible for compliance with these rbgulationl. A Notice to proceed
will not be issued until the City has received a copybf the Contactor's Dust Conftol Pennit and plan.
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The cost for dust control and water shall be included in the cost for the construction operation and will
be considered incidental to the work. No separate payment will be made for this item.

19. WEATHER: If weather conditions are such as to adversely affect the work, the City hoject
ltspector may cease operations. Shut downs due to weather shall be without compensatidn to-the
Conhactor, other than to adjust the contact time in accordance with MAG Section 108.

20. CITY HOLIDAYS: No work under this Conract will be performed on any day recognized as
qlegql hgliQy by the City. No work shall be performed on Saturdiy or Sunday unliss ipprorEd by the
City Project Inspector.

21. UTILITIES: The Contractor shall pr9tec14l utilities from damage, shall immediately contact
the appropriate utility company if danrage should occur and shall be responsible for all ciaims for
damage due to their operations.

The
Contractor will be allowed to increase the unit cost proportionally. No additional payment will be
made_for any work unless specifically called for in the Bid Schedule and Contrac! or-approved by the
City Project Inspector prior to proceeding with the work.

30. PROJECT P_HASING: Approximqtgly one-half (l/2) of the work perfomred under this
Contract will be classified as urge_nt and will be at various locations within the City. The Confractor
will have ten (10) days, after notification by the City, to respond to urgent requests.-The remainder of
the Contact work will be_grouped, whenever possible, by area and will be schaduled by the Contactor
with the approval of the City Project lnspector.

31. DEFACED SLTRFACES: When poslible, defaced work shall be repaired within the same
day as finishing operations and in all cases shall be repaired by the end of the following workday.

32. DAMAGES TO ADJACENT SIDEWALK, LAWN, ETC.: The Contractor shall replace or
repair adjacent concrete, p_avement and/or landgcape ar-egs, decorative pavements and walls, slrinkler
systems, utilities, cable TV or other property damaged by the Connactor. Work shall be repl-aced or
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repaired by the Confiactor to equal or better condition than the pre-existing, at no additional cost to the
City.

33. NON-EMERGENCY BUSINESS SERVICESAMORK: The conftactor has 72 hours to respond
for non-emergency work to be performed.

34. EMERGENCY BUSINESS SERVICES: During a natural disaster, or homeland security
event, there may be a need for the City to access your business for products or services twenty-four
(24) hours aMy, seven (7) days a week, three hundred sixty-five (365) days a year. The need could be
for a pick up or a delivery.

for this purpose, q primary and secondary emergency contact name and phone number are required
from the successful contractor. It is critical to the City that the contactor's emergency contact
information remain cunent. The City Project Inspector shall be contacted by phone and E-mail with
any change to a contact narne or phone number.

All products or services provided to m€et an emergency phone request are to be supplied as per the
contract prices, terms and conditions. The Contractor shall providr F feg-@lcing) fol an after-hours
emergency opening of the business, if any. In general, the order will be placed using a Clty
Procurement Card. The billing is to include the emergency opening fee, if applicable.

The successful Confractor qhall provide the names, phone numbers and fee (pricing), if any, for an
after-hours emergency opening of the business to the City Project Inspector.

35. PERMITS AI{D LICENSES: The Confiactor shall be responsible for determining and
seguring, any and all licenses and permits that are required by any statut-, ordinance, rule or regulation
of any regulato-ry bo-df baving jurisdiction in any manner connected with providing the required
services. Such fees shall be included in and are part of the total BID cost. During tlie term 6f the
contract, the Contactor shall n9tiff tltg City in writing, within two (2) working days, of any
suspeasio-n, revocation or renewals. The Contractor will be required to obtain a *no-6e'right-of-way
permit when working in City right-of-way. The Contactor is also required to notiff and schedulb
Bluestake when working in City right-of-way.

36. 2-YEAR WARRAI.ITY: The Contractor shall wananty all work for two (2) years as
required in the Constnrction Agreement, Section 3.6 Warranties. The Contractor shall maintain their
insurance policy through the two (2)year waranty period.

37. EMERGENCY OR MGHT WORK: For emergency work or scheduled night work (8:00
pm to_5:00-am) the Contactor may. increa!9 unit prices as listed in the Bid Schedule and Contait by
l5%. No other increase will be applied for Emergency or Night Work.
