Dispose of unwanted household hazardous waste prod-
ucts by scheduling an at-home pickup between Feb. 23
and Mar. 20. An itemized list is needed, so please have
that ready when you call to schedule your appointment.
The actual collections will be handled Mar. 16 through
Apr. 3. Call the Sanitation Division at 623-930-2660 to
make your appointment.

Hazardous materials that will be accepted include paints
and wood stains, antifreeze and other automotive fluids,
motor oil and filters, car batteries, pesticides, pool chem-
icals and household cleaners. ltems that are unaccept-
able are explosives, radioactive materials, tires, drums,
ammunition and medical or business wastes.

There is a 20-gallon limit per item on paint, oil, gasoline,
antifreeze and other automotive liquids. No single con-
tainer may be larger than 5-gallons. All items should be

marked to identify their contents. For complete details,

This year the city of Glendale Water Services Department celebrates
100 years of providing safe, reliable, high quality water and wastewa-
ter services to the community. On Feb. 25, 1915, the town of Glendale
purchased the Water Works Company with 160 customers from Floyd
Holmes Sine for $12,000, creating the Municipal Water Works Depart-
ment. The Glendale Water Services Department currently provides water
and wastewater services to more than 230,000 people. Glendale uses
state-of-the-art technology and a highly trained workforce to operate
and maintain three surface water treatment plants, nine active wells,
two water reclamation facilities, more than 1,000 miles of water mains,
and over 680 miles of sewer mains.
